D E R I V A 2 0 1 1 5 0 x  7 0
Deriva (drift) refers to a process to create a new city throug the 
uninterrupted pace over the different enviroments, linked to a 
psico-geographic point of view of the city.
This exhibition proposses an analise of the urban space from a ver-
tical point of view (the map). A look over the territory and the crea-
tion of a space to look at, to investigate the cities development and 
the capitalist separation strategies. It tries to change the perception 
we have from our surrounding space.

Deriva is a serie of 12 collage-drawings of different cities of the 
world and ink.

The Silk Route was a project made for an exhibition at the Bayt 
Lothan Gallery in Kuwait in collaboration with the Spanish Embassy 
based in the Silk Route as an exchange of cultures. There were 
different media such as engravings (bling embossing), photography 
and graphic design. 

You could see mixtures of letters from different cultures, but also 
engravings based on the designs that arabs left in Spain and
mosaic designs that also come from this tradition. The mosaic 
designs played with the idea of architecture as they where based 
on buildings pictures and were thinked to be built in walls.

Alternmodern Monument is a project conceived for Plaza de 
Castilla, a relevant place in Madrid. It is thinked as a monument 
for the contemporary Zeitgeist as it is made from recicled materials 
that work as a container/box for the anonymous citizens instead 
of important persons. It is specially thinked because it dialogates 
with the surrounding elements, wich are basic in the urban space: 
Monuments, representative buildings of banks and big companies, 
the square (a place for the people to interact) in this case is just for 
the cars and movement, you can also find the north-south axis of 
Madrid.

The Monument opposes in materials and ideas to the old concept 
of monument.

Mapamundi is a book that tries to investigate the relations between 
maps and the sight you can get through them, that is the relation 
between expercience and knowledge. Inside you can find maps 
from all times in the history and different chapters to analise maps. 
The book also plays with the design opposing pages and incluiding 
also texts.

30 I N V I S I B L E  M A P S 2 0 1 4
Invisible maps is a project started in March 2014. It starts from the 
deconstruction of a map in shapes and colours, analasing how 
the map is a convention. Some interventions are made in the real 
space taking some of the pieces from a map and instaling them 
over the streets in a 1:1 scale. The aim of the proyect is to oppose 
representation to reality, knowledge and experience, analise the 
points of view, see how reality is destroyed by representation and 
the destruction of the represented space.

This is the beggining of an ongoing proyect with a larger scale, 
playing with the map in 1:1 scale and the view from above.
